Mr. Baxley stated that the application indicates the applicant will advertise “Formally the Sherrill-Guerry or Dees Family Funeral Homes”, but they do not have fictitious names registered for those. It does not appear that they have a d/b/a for those.

Ms. Evans stated that if they are doing business under those names, then they probably should be registered.

Mr. John Rudolph stated that the applicant is buying Sherrill-Guerry, which is the one they are acquiring, and changing the name to Dee-Parrish Family Funeral Home.

Mr. Chairman questioned whether the applicant is buying the names but would not be operating as a d/b/a.
Mr. Rudolph stated that they are buying the contracts and changing the name to Dees-Parrish Family Funeral Home on the funeral establishment.

Mr. Chairman questioned whether there is any reason the applicant should file fictitious names.

Mr. Rudolph stated that it does not appear anything has to be filed as it is only one establishment.
